Dealers
All dealers send all retired vehicles to dismantlers who signed up for the program with TCEQ.  All dismantlers must have a storm water permit.
Dismantler Responsibilities
*Verify VIN with dealer and sign manifest – take possession of vehicle, title & manifest

*Mark the vehicle, engine, and emission-control components to distinguish that they are  

      part of the AirCheckTexas program (preferably orange or red)
*Remove mercury switches – Comply with the state & federal laws applicable to the 


management of mercury switches.

*Destroy the engine and emissions-control components – “Destroyed” means crushed, 

shredded, scrapped, or otherwise dismantled to render a vehicle, vehicle’s engine, and emission-control components permanently and irreversibly incapable of functioning as originally intended

*Certify destruction on manifest – Sign the Destruction Certification Section of the 

manifest.  Your signature certifies that the engine and emission-control system has been destroyed
*Remove the mercury switches 

*Maintain inventory list (separate from manifest) of all AirCheckTexas Drive a Clean 


Machine vehicles that you receive

*May sell parts from vehicle (except engine & emissions-control components)
*Send residual scrap metal to a participating recycler  - engine is part of the residual 

scrap metal; recycler must be signed up with TCEQ; must not charge for metal; but  may charge for transportation to the recycler.
*Complete manifest and return white and green copies to dealer (if a dealer is no longer 


in business, forward to the program administrator – address at top of manifest)

*Keep your copy of manifest for three years  - (must be available for audit purposes)

*Submit the vehicle title to the Texas Department of Transportation within 30 days, using 


VTR Form 340
*Must remove license plate and destroy
*Remove license & registration stickers

*Engines once removed  can go in the trunk or the back seat of the vehicle
